This is the perfect 

tour to discover the charm of Argentina’s capital, from the chic districts of Recoleta and Palermo, 

to historic Plaza de Mayo, and architectural icons such as the Colon opera house, the Metropolitan 

Cathedral and the palace of Congress. The program finishes in old town San Telmo, home of the 

city’s aristocracy until the late 19th century; Caminito street, in La Boca, the colorful shelter for 

Italian immigrants by the Riachuelo, and the young thriving restaurant scene at the Puerto Madero 

waterfront. Recoleta Cemetery entrance fee is not included. Highlights: Recoleta - Palermo - Plaza 

de Mayo - Puerto Madero - San Telmo - La Boca. 
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Dinner and Tango Show at La Ventana   Duration: 04:30 hr. Shared service at La Ventana with 

transfer - Beverages included. In the heart of San Telmo neighborhood, La Ventana Barrio de 

Tango opened for business back in 1982. This totally refurbished historical “conventillo” 

(tenement) offers a definitive tour of classic porteño culture. This typical early 20th century house 

is an ideal stage for a unique show: 32 artists, two tango orchestras, a folk music group, dancers 

and singers. Highlights: Dinner and Tango Show. Included: Dinner - Beverages 

Dazzler San Martin - Classic Room.

Tigre Delta Navigation with snack   (Optional) Duration: 06:30 hr. Semi-private service with guide 

- Shared navigation with Spanish and English audio-guide. After the Amazonia, the Paraná Delta 

is the most important delta in South America. Green and rich in rivers and creeks, this gorgeous 

natural reserve is located barely 30 km. from the city of Buenos Aires. This tour first sails on the 

Río de la Plata to reach the suburb of San Isidro and visit its magnificent 1897 neo gothic cathedral, 

the theater, and the public library. The trip goes on to Tigre’s fluvial station, to sail the rivers and 

canals between a thousand little islands covered with ceibo trees and an amazing biodiversity. 

 

Highlights: San Isidro Cathedral - Tigre Navigation - Puerto de Frutos. Included. Snack. 

 

A day at the Pampas with lunch (Optional) // Duration: 08:00h. Shared Service at Santa Susana 

with guide - Beverages Included.

You will be welcomed with meat pies 

(typical "empanadas"), a glass of wine or juices by the owners and served an argentine B.B.Q. After 

lunch, a folkloric Gaucho`s Show will be performed and you will have the possibility of appreciating 

the typical "Ring Race" (Carrera de Sortijas) or ride on horseback. **Pick up at hotel – Drop off at 

specific points of the city.
